Research on the Shared Zone Planning of Vocational Education Park under the
Background of Building a Powerful Country in Education:
Taking the Central Shared Zone of Nanjing Higher Vocational Park as an Example
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Abstract: As an important development goal in the new period of the 14th Five—Year Plan, building a powerful country in education plays a decisive
role in China's vocational education. Compared with general education, vocational education develops a closer relationship with the society.
Therefore the vocational education park sharing area is not only a talent exchange platform for vocational colleges and industrial development, but
also an important part of the urban landscape, which plays a leading role in the construction of local development. With the increasingly vigorous
development of vocational education today, how to create a shared area of vocational education parks that meets the needs of the new era has
become the focus of the development of vocational education parks.
