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Exploration and practice of integrated development of financial
literacy education and community activities in higher vocational
colleges of finance and Economy
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[ Abstract] With the rapid development of new technology and the continuous upgrading of industrial structure,
the simple training of skills can not cover the whole content of personnel training objectives in higher vocational
colleges.
