Abstract: In order to fulfill the tasks and requirements of China’s “National Fitness Campaign” To improve the physique level and fitness
science of college students to discuss the implementation effect and concrete measures of exercise prescription teaching in colleges and uni—
versities. Forty —four female college students who scored below a good level in the standard physical health test were selected and divided into
two groups for a 12 —week exercise intervention. The results showed that the results of standing long jump 50m sit —up and motor function in
the exercise prescription group were significantly improved compared with those before the experiment. In the independent exercise group the
improvement of sit —up performance was significant while the improvement of 50m performance was not significant. The standing long jump
performance and athletic functional ability showed a trend of decline indicating that students had more advantages and significant effects in
exercising according to the exercise prescription after school.
