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Coordinated Development of Vocational Education and General Education
in Senior High Schools; Comparison with OECD Countries

[ Abstract] What kind of proportion should be maintained between vocational education and general education in senior high
schools is no final conclusion in the world. By analyzing the trajectory of the structural adjustment of vocational and general education of
the OECD member countries in the past 20 years, it is found that the proportion of vocational and general education has been declining
in most countries with the improvement of the level of economic and social development. It is necessary to draw lessons from the experi-
ence of structural adjustment of vocational and general education in senior high schools in some typical countries. This paper reflects on
the actual effect of China’s policy of “the roughly equal proportion of vocational and general education” , and puts forward some sug-
gestions to promote the coordinated development of vocational and general education in senior high schools as follows: adhering to the
integration of vocational education and general education in senior high schools; adhering to the fundamental position of secondary voca-
tional education and establishing the dual orientation of employment and further education; coordinating the implementation of “the
roughly equal proportion of vocational and general education” by regions.
