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Abstract: Under the background of education in the new era, integrating curriculum on the ideological and political
dimension into the PE curriculum system is not only the reshaping of the PE value system, but also is the main way
to practice "moral cultivation" in PE curriculum. As an important part of quality education in higher vocational colleges,
PE teaching contains abundant ideological and political education resources. In this regard, higher vocational colleges
should dig deep into ideological and political elements contained in physical education courses, sort out ideological and
political resources with educational value, and organically integrate ideology and politics and physical education courses,
so as to realize the educational goal of cultivating morality and educating people in higher vocational colleges. Based
on the actual situation of PE teaching in higher vocational colleges, this paper analyzes and probes into the implementation
path of integrating curriculum on the ideological and political dimension into PE teaching based on the needs of the
times of the teaching of PE curriculum on the ideological and political dimension in higher vocational colleges.
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
