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Current Situation of Emergency Management Ability in Colleges

and Universities Under Ideological and Political Education
———Through Taking a University in Shaanxi Province as an Example

Abstract; Based on the perspective of ideological and political education, the study analyzes the current situation of
emergency management ability of colleges and universities, and explores the path of improving emergency management
ability of colleges and universities. The study selects students of a university in Shaanxi Province as the research objects,
and obtains and analyzes data with questionnaire. The results show that students’ evaluation of emergency management
ability in colleges and universities from the perspective of ideological and political education is high, which is mainly
reflected in control ability, cause analysis, information collection and transmission, etc. But post-analysis ability needs
to be further improved. There are significant differences in post-hoc analysis of university emergency management ability
perceived by students of different grades. Therefore, colleges and universities should promote the openness of the post-
analysis process of emergency management ability, strengthen the subject status of students’ participation, and
constantly improve students’ awareness of safety responsibility, so as to improve the overall emergency management
ability of colleges and universities, and ensure the safety of students’ lives and property.
