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Analysis on Curriculum Ideological and Political Construction in Higher Vocational Colleges from the

Abstract The ideological and political curriculum of higher vocational colleges reflects the political attribute of national identity education,
the educational attribute of responsibility education, the social attribute of national quality education, and the historical attribute of education
in the new era in its value attributes.
