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The Situation and Reflection of the Development of Vocational English
Textbooks in Vocational Colleges

Abstract: Vocational English textbooks in vocational colleges are the noumenon of learning professional English
knowledge and the fundamental material to realize the vocational English course teaching, which can realize the con—
nection with the public English textbooks.
