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Research on the “Three—Aspect” Construction of College Counselor
Teams in the New Era

Abstract: The “three—aspect” construction of the counselor team is an important institutional arrangement for
universities in the new era to implement the fundamental task of cultivating morality and talents. It plays an important
supporting role in enhancing the leadership of ideological and political education, improving the ideological and
political education system for college students, and grasping the laws of student growth and development. However,
there are still non—professional challenges, insufficient specialization, and institutional bottlenecks in the current
counselor team. The traditional methods of relying on counselor teams such as “self motivation”, “individual combat”,
and “fragmented training” in universities are no longer suitable for development needs. Starting from the historical
perspective of the new era, universities should actively pay attention to the practical needs of team building to enhance
professional identity, strengthen organizational training to solidify professional foundation, and optimize institutional
mechanisms to focus on development guarantees so as to promote the high—quality development of the counselor team’s
“three—aspect” construction.
