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An Empirical Research on the Education Status and Development of
International Students in Excellent Higher Vocational Colleges

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Abstract: This research systematically analyzes the status of international student education in some excellent higher vocational
colleges in Jiangsu province by using questionnaire survey and frequency analysis methods and using SPSS20. 0 to establish a
survey file database. It is found that there are differences in school attributes major attributes and training methods but the
seven dimensions of talent supply and demand policy environment enrollment status teaching resources convergence
management training results and quality evaluation all present the characteristics of common development. The results of research
show that with the expansion of the number of international students the international student education has gotten certain
development achievements. The current problems mainly focus on the layout planning is not scientific enough; the school—
enterprise cooperation is not deep enough; the enrollment is not standardized; the assimilation management is not featured.
Looking forward to the future excellent higher vocational colleges need to develop international student education from the
perspectives of layout planning international student enrollment standards and integration of industry-education so as to
comprehensively improve the quality of education.
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
