Pragmatic Identity in the Perspective of" All-Round Education"

Abstract: In responding to the call of " All-round Education", ideological and political educa-
tion should be included in various types of courses teaching to form an educational synergy. How
can higher vocational English teachers integrate the concept of ideological and political education
into their teaching practice and implement the" Allround Education"? By analyzing the classroom
discourses of 4 higher vocational teachers(with more than ten years teaching experience), the cor-
pus being descriptively coded using thematic annotation to label discourse features that reflect dis
course identity, this study discovered four types of pragmatic identities: authoritative teacher iden-
tity, knowledgeable teacher identity, peer teacher identity and amiable teacher identity. Mean-
while, based on these four identity types, a variety of pragmatic strategies (code switching strate-
gies, speech act strategies, appellative strategies, etc. ) are adopted to enhance teaching ability with
English as the carrier. The research indicates that if higher vocational English teachers try to culti-
vate their subjective awareness in constructing multiple identities and consciously employ effective
classroom discourse strategies in specific teaching situations, they can effectively enhance their
teaching ability and achieve the best result of" All-round Education' .
