The Communication Expansion and Ability Improvement: The Value
Orientation and Evolution of College Students’ Association Activities

Abstract: The association activities are the practical action to improve the comprehensive quality of college
students and the important carrier for universities to implement moral education and promote the all-round development
of college students.
