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The Basic Principles, Three—dimensional Model and Implementation Paths of Embedded Curriculum in
Higher Vocational Colleges

Abstract The ideological and political courses is a key measure for colleges and universities to implement the fundamental task of
cultivating people by virtue, and it is a realistic path to promote the combination of knowledge imparting, ability training and value
leadership. Based on the interpretation of the connotation of embedded curriculum ideology and politics, the basic principles of embedded
curriculum ideology and politics are put forward, namely the combination of overall curriculum reform and system embedding, the
combination of deep digging elements and ecological embedding, the combination of teaching implementation and natural embedding, the
combination of planned teaching and random embedding, and the combination of common sexual orientation and individual experience. At
the same time, the embedded curriculum ideological and political model of higher vocational colleges is constructed from three dimensions:
curriculum ideological and political embedding in the dimension of teaching environment, curriculum ideological and political embedding
in the teaching process dimension, and curriculum ideological and political embedding in the teaching method dimension, and its
implementation path is proposed: school—enterprise cooperation is the peripheral guarantee of embedded curriculum ideology and politics,
dual—teacher collaboration is the endogenous force of embedded curriculum ideology and politics, and task—based teaching is the key action
of embedded curriculum ideology and politics.
